SCOPE AND AIMS

This course provides a general introduction to some of the major social institutions studied by
sociologists. Accordingly, you will learn to think sociologically about culture, families, schools,
churches, and the mass media, as well as gaining insight into the functioning of small groups, large
organizations, and total societies. The course will end with a discussion of social movements,
political ideologies, and social change.

Attendance: responsibility for being aware of what the professor says in lectures (including
administrative announcements) rests with students.
